Thank you to the many parents
who are actively involved in sharing ideas and
suggestions already, and please know we are here
to listen and help all students As a team, middle
school students, parents and staff are able to
achieve great things!

WMS This Coming Fall

When current Waimea Elementary School 5th graders at WMS’ recent Incoming
6" Grade Family Orientation were asked if they knew about AVID — most eagerly
waived their hands!

AVID is considered “the most appropriate partner” to achieve student
success with Common Core State Standards (CCSS). Simply put, CCSS
describes “WHAT” student should know to succeed in high school,
college and career. AVID strategies provide the “HOW” students will
learn and master the knowledge and skills needed to meet the new, more
rigorous Common Core State Standards and be college and career
ready.

AVID was established more than 30 years ago with one teacher in one
classroom.
